APPLICATION DEADLINE

The next application deadline is 5 p.m. October 3, 2008. Awards will be announced first week of November and grants will be presented at a donor's reception (time and place TBD). Amendments to the award process may be made at the discretion of the Board of Directors.

FUNDING PARAMETERS

ELIGIBILITY: JFK accepts applications from public and nonprofit organizations working primarily with or for children. Our focus is on kids from birth up to high school graduation. We do not fund pass-through grants. JFK also accepts applications directly from individuals pursuing funding for personal enrichment programs.  Individuals applying for funds use the “INDIVIDUAL GRANT” form which is different than the standard “ORGANIZATION” form. 

GRANT AMOUNTS: JFK grant awards are between $250 and $5,000 (per organization). Individual grants are limited to $500.00 per cycle. Organizations requesting more than $2,500 are required to provide more detailed information (as described below).

ACCOUNTABILITY: If you received funding in the last year from JFK, you must complete the JFK grant follow-up report and submit it with your Fall 2008 application.

REVIEW CRITERIA:

Funding priorities for JFK are:

-  Projects whose goals are aligned with JFK's mission statement.

-  Projects that provide a high quality experience for children.

-  Applications that are complete and comply with all of the requirements outlined within.

-  Applications submitted by efficient, well-run organizations.

-  Organizations that demonstrate effective collaborations.

-  Projects that respond to unmet needs, offer innovative solutions to existing challenges and serve a broad spectrum of regional youth.

-  Projects that demonstrate an ability to reach the targeted populations.

-  Projects with outcomes that can be measured to determine effectiveness.

-  Organizations (if previous JFK recipients) that have successfully used grants from JFK. 

HOW TO APPLY

- Download this Application and complete it using MSWord. JFK does not accept applications via email. All applications must be printed and hard copies submitted.  
- Applications received after the due date will not be accepted.

- When completing the application, leave the questions and numbering you find in the document intact. 

 You will notice that all of the questions are in bold. Do not delete the original questions. When typing your responses, please use a non-bold font and underline all answers. 
-  Print your completed application on 8.5 by 11-inch paper, one sided, 10 point typeface or larger. 

- Submit 10 copies and all required attachments, 3-hole punched and clipped (NO STAPLES PLEASE).
